Surface Ocean CO2 ATlas – SOCAT news.


In June 2009, during the SOCAT meeting in Norwich (UEA, report  http://www.ioccp.org/Workshops.html or  http://www.socat.info), it was decided that the Southern Ocean  SOCAT group would organise a meeting in Hobart, Tasmania.

From 16-18 June 2010, the Southern Ocean and Indian Ocean SOCAT groups (16 participants) met in Hobart to discuss a) progress on the SOCAT Quality Control, b) revisiting LAS tools for SOCAT developed by Jeremy Malczyk and Steve Hankin at NOAA/PMEL, c) future observations in the regions, and d) to consider synthesis related to the SOCAT database, including for delivering products for the AR5. The progress on the Pacific SOCAT group was also reported.

The Southern and Indian Ocean groups agreed to finalise the SOCAT QC2 analysis before October 2010, with a proposed public release of SOCAT in April 2011. The SOCAT regional groups for the Atlantic, Pacific and Coastal Oceans are being approached to seek agreement on suitable timelines for release of the database. 


The Southern and Indian SOCAT meeting in Hobart was supported by IOCCP, SOLAS and CSIRO, with national support from Japan and France. Many people at CSIRO-Hobart have contributed to the success of this meeting. We would especially like to thank Kristina Paterson and Bernadette Sloyan.
